Board of Directors Agreement


As a member of the Board of Directors of USAFV, I understand that my duties include the following:
1. With the other Board members, I am fiscally responsible for this organization.  It is my duty to understand our budget and to take an active part in both planning the budget and participating in fundraising to meet budget goals. 

2. Along with the other Board members, I am legally responsible for this organization.  I am responsible for knowing and approving all policies and programs, and for overseeing the implementation of policies and programs.  I know that if the Board of which I am a member fails in our tasks and the organization becomes the subject of a lawsuit, I may be held personally responsible for debts incurred. 

3. I am responsible for the health and well-being of this organization.  As a member of the Board, I have pledged myself to carry out the mission of USAFV.  I am fully committed and dedicated to this mission.

4. As a member of the Board of Directors, I understand that I must also be a current member of the organization with membership fees paid in full yearly. 

5. I recognize that board members have varying capacities to give and that charitable giving is a personal decision.  I agree to make a yearly financial gift that is significant by my own standards and that is separate from my annual membership dues.  

6. I understand that my commitment to this organization and its Board will involve more time than just attending required meetings.  In addition to attending Board meetings, I will actively contribute to the organization, devoting my time and energy to necessary activities  

7. I will actively engage in fundraising for this organization in whatever ways are best suited for me.  Such fundraising may include direct solicitation of resources from businesses, individuals, and agencies, and writing mail appeals.  
8. I will attend scheduled Board meetings whenever possible.  I understand that missing four (4) consecutive Board meetings in any twelve-month period will, if any of the absences are unexcused, result in automatic removal from the Board.  I understand that the Board may reinstate me as a Member if I submit a written request for reappointment and am reappointed by a majority vote of the Board. 
9. I understand that, as an organization, USAFV supports the basic human right of every individual to self-determination and bodily autonomy, and supports the human rights of women and men to make their own private personal, medical, and legal decisions with regard to marriage, personal relationships, parenthood, and reproductive health.    I also understand that, as an organization, USAFV, with the endorsement of the Board of Directors, must occasionally take a public position on these issues with regard to legislative and other concerns.   To that end, I affirm that I will actively support the positions held by USAFV by contacting legislators and those who are legislatively influential through letters, emails, phone calls, personal contact, and/or any other means at my disposal.
10. I understand that as a Board member I must maintain total confidentiality regarding program participants in order to ensure that USAFV continues to be regarded as a safe haven by anyone facing the threat or the reality of domestic violence, sexual assault, stalking, child or elder abuse, homelessness, or other personal life crisis. 

11. I understand that through this agreement, every Board member is making a statement of faith, and we are trusting each other to carry out the elements of this agreement to the best of our individual abilities, each in his or her way, with the knowledge, approval, and support of all.
